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Challenges in Hashtgerd New
Town

=>»Two original concepts for
Hashtgerd NT:
- Industrial site
- Green-House site
-> both concepts have to be
promoted

=>»Attracting more inhabitants

=>»Quality of buildings (e.qg.
considering earthquake
resistance)

=>»Specific requests of the
population: shorter distances
to infrastructure facilities

Challenges in Hashtgerd New
Town

=>»Overall task: Increasing the
attractiveness of Hashtgerd,

e. g. by mobilizing public
participation and
incorporating the interests of
all citizens in decision-making

=> Urban planning and
development for Hashtgerd
New Town is conducive to high
levels of resident participation
In project decision-making.
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Suitability of Participatory
Tools

=>Where communities have
been involved, projects have a
better chance of surviving

=>» Participation is e. g. suitable
for projects like:

- Road construction

- Dealing with environmental
problems

- Drinking water supply and
consumption

- Upgrading emerging
settlements

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Benefits of Participatory
Planning

Participation is linked with
sustainable development:

The aim is to achieve urban
development in which social,
ecological and economic
concerns are coordinated by
incorporating actors who will be
affected by the decisions made.

Overall goal: Creation of a
widespread consensus
necessary to build a more
sustainable city

Benefits of Participatory
Planning

Incorporating citizens®
participation can lower costs:

=>Many citizens are experts in

relevant issues and territories.

=>Citizens are often willing to
spend otherwise expensive
professional time.

=>»Citizen participation in the
diagnosis, proposal and
implementation stages can
ensure much broader support
for the final result.

=>» Improve the information and
knowledge base for planning
and decision-making

=>» Increase the planning
capacity of urban government

=>» Create citizens* ownership
and commitment to plans and
projects and a higher
acceptance of plans
